Editorials. Commissiomed by the Editor in Chief or the Managing Editor, editorials deal with a subject of
topical interest about which the anthor expresses hig e peracnal opinion, No more than 1000 waords (3
typed, double-spaced pages) and up to 15 references will be accepted.

Original articles. These should be original contributions to the subject. The text should be g000-5500
words (B to 16 typed, double-spaced pages] not including references, tables, igures. Mo more than 5o ref-
erences will be accepted, The article must be subdivided into the following sections:

1. introdoction, 2, materials and methods, 3. results, 4. discussion, 5. conclusions,

In the introduction the aim of the study should be clearly summed up.

The materials and methods section should describe in o legical sequence how the study was dezigned and
carried out, how the daka were analyzed (what hypothesis was tested, what byvpe of study was carried ouk,
how randomization was done, bow the subjects were recruibed and chosen, provide accurate details of the
main features of treatment, of the materials used, of drog dosages, of unusual squipments, of the statisti-

In the resulks section the answers to the questions posed in the introduction should be given. The results
should be reported fully, clearly and concisely supported, if necessary, by figures, graphs and tables.
