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Esthetic Smile Rehabilitation: The Role of the Periodontist in the

We will explore the key etiologies of excessive gingival display, including
altered passive eruption, vertical maxillary excess, and hyperactive upper
lip function. Special focus will be given to periodontal solutions such as
esthetic crown lengthening, gingivectomy, and lip repositioning surgery.
Each treatment modality will be discussed with attention to clinical
decision-making, case selection, and long-term outcomes.

This session underscores the periodontist's expertise not only in surgical
execution but also in treatment planning and interdisciplinary collaboration.
Attendees will gain a deeper understanding of how the periodontist leads
the esthetic rehabilitation process, ensuring both functional and visually
pleasing results.
